Parkville is now accepting resumes for the position of Municipal Judge

The Parkville Municipal Judge Sandra Ferguson is retiring this March. In
accordance with Missouri State Statutes and Parkville Municipal Code, the Mayor
is required to appoint a person to fill the remainder of that unexpired term. This
appointment will begin March 14, 2013 and expire April 22, 2014.

Parkville’s Municipal Court system includes a city prosecutor, assistant
prosecutor, court administrator, court clerk, and public defender. Court is
currently held on the first and third Thursday of each month. For additional

This part-time position has a salary of $18,000 per year. The successful candidate
shall be a licensed attorney in good standing with the State of Missouri. Missouri
residency is required. Candidates must be between 21 and 75 years old.
Candidates may have other full or part-time employment and may serve as
municipal judge for other municipalities.
