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Downtown Parkville Master Plan
Study underway – First public meeting Wednesday, September 4th

What:	The Parkville Downtown Master Plan project kick-off meeting 
When:	Wednesday, September 4, 2013 from 6:00 to 9:00 pm
Where: 	American Legion Hall, 11 Main Street
Who should attend: 	Anyone interested in the successful future of downtown Parkville. 
On Wednesday, September 4, the City of Parkville will host a Downtown Master Plan study kick-off meeting at the American Legion Hall at 11 Main Street in downtown Parkville.  Anyone interested in the successful future of downtown Parkville is invited to participate.  During the meeting, participants will identify opportunities for improving downtown and begin to develop a vision for downtown Parkville’s future.  Discussion topics will include land use and development opportunities, character and appearance, housing, infrastructure, transportation, architecture and preservation and other high priority issues facing downtown.  
The Downtown Master Plan will build on the recently completed Livable Communities Study.  With the addition of a 140-acre regional park; bicycle/pedestrian trails along Route 9 and in the park; a potential second mainline railroad track through downtown; and development in and around downtown Parkville, there are concerns that the existing transportation network congestion could limit the long-term success of downtown Parkville. Safe and efficient transportation is important to the success of growing communities.  Over the last year, the City worked with project consultants and community partners to complete a Regional Multi-Modal Access and Livable Community study.  The study identifies a planning vision for Parkville’s transportation system and includes recommendation to address on-going issues.  The Livable Community Study is scheduled to be formally adopted by the Parkville Board of Aldermen on Tuesday, September 3rd.  
 
With the Livable Community Study concluding, the Downtown Parkville Master Plan is a logical extension of the project.  Downtown Parkville has a unique opportunity to create a truly sustainable future.  Unlike many emerging activity centers, downtown Parkville already has many of the components necessary for long-term success.  With plans for improved transportation alternatives, greater housing choices, strategic infill and redevelopment, coordinated public and private investments and preservation of historic structure and key natural resources, downtown Parkville can become a regional model for success.  The Downtown Parkville Master Plan will help identify common goals and objectives, develop a common vision, strategies, policies and plans. 

The study area for the Downtown Master Plan is the downtown area, bounded by the Missouri River on the South, Park University on the east, the intersection of Main and 9 Highway on the north, and Crooked Road on the west.  This area encompasses the historic commercial / office / mixed-use development on Main Street, infill development between the railroad tracks and river, the Park University campus and their over 500-acre endowment lands, over 200 acres of park land, State Highways 9 and FF, and the downtown residential neighborhoods.
